
 

 

DRESS CODE AND CONDUCT GUIDELINES FOR HIGH SCHOOL DANCES

Dress Code: 

NOTE: If you are inviting an out-of-school guest, you are responsible to communicate this dress code to him or her. 

Girls: 

• Appropriate and modest formal attire for ladies is required 

• No exposed midriff  

• No exposed cleavage 

• No excessive slits in dresses (mid-thigh maximum) 

• Mid-thigh length for skirts/dresses/bottoms at minimum 

• No sheer or see-through material on bodice of dress (chest to mid-thigh) 

• No plunging back lower than bra-line 

• Strapless dresses are permissible 

• All other aspects of ELCS dress code apply (jewelry, hair, etc…) 

• All dresses/outfits must be pre-approved prior to the dance (picture wearing dress/outfit) 

• All dresses (students and guests) must be approved by Mrs. Mead. Please send a picture of your dress to 

miriam.mead@elchristian.onmicrosoft.com by January 5, 2024. 

Boys: 

• Appropriate formal attire for gentlemen is required 

• All other aspects of ELCS dress code apply (jewelry, hair, etc…) 

Event Guidelines: 

• Out of school guest forms must be submitted to the office by January 17, 2024. 

• Dancing is permissible but must be appropriate (not sexually suggestive or vulgar) 

• Slow, couples dances are permissible within appropriate guidelines (closeness, appropriate touching) 

• No inappropriate public display of affection by couples.  

• Students must be visible, in the permissible locations, monitored at all times, and must obey chaperones.  

• All other behavioral guidelines for ELCS student conduct apply to school events.
